It has worked with 
Kanakantapa Anglican 
Farmers Trust with a chicken 
project, Chongwe Referral 
Clinic equipping the new 
Mother & Baby Unit and 
Chalimbana Basic School with 
the building and equipping of 
their new computer laboratory. 
 
Its trustees all live in South 
Gloucestershire, and all have 
either lived, worked or visited 
Africa.  Trustees, using their 
own funds have visited Zambia   
frequently since 2003.  Moni-
toring project progress and 
simply visiting the people in-
volved ensures worthwhile re-
sults.

CLinC Current  Projects  

 

In 2007 CLinC agreed to the  provision of 
an extra teacher at Chalimbana Basic 
School where there are at present 1,820 
pupils and three school sessions each 
day. Many classes are very large and 
some have 70-80 pupils. Mr. Raymond 
Kasaro was appointed as that teacher. 
 
In a Lusaka township it was agreed to 
fund a brick making project, giving youths 
a skill to help them become more self-
sufficient. 
 



Many desks have been damaged by the 

rain or are broken and dangerous.  While 

government pays teacherôs salaries, 

there is little money for school equipment 

and desks.  CLinC has committed to fund 

the materials for a new roof.  The parents 

will supply the labour.

The childrenôs 
parents are very poor, living in small 
rural villages and most are unemployed 
ð note the bare feet!

A brick making machine, enabling the  
students to make better quality bricks 
more quickly. The machine can make 
600 blocks per day. The students will 
then learn brick building skills and may 
gain employment locally. The project is 
well run and is making a good profit as 
bricks are in great demand in Lusaka 
despite rapidly rising prices for cement.
